Case Study - Designed and Improved an On-the-Job Training (OJT) Evaluation Framework for Workforce Development
The Challenge
The organization relied heavily on On-the-Job Training (OJT) to develop employees in targeted developmental positions across multiple supply chain career fields. However, there was no standardized method to consistently evaluate trainee progress, measure training effectiveness, identify developmental gaps, or ensure employees were receiving the mentorship and support necessary for success.
Without a structured oversight process, leadership had limited visibility into whether OJT programs were effectively preparing trainees for increasing levels of responsibility.
Approach
I led the effort to establish a structured framework for evaluating and continuously improving OJT effectiveness across the organization.
My approach focused on:
· Creating standardized evaluation criteria for trainee development.
· Measuring both trainee progress and OJT program effectiveness.
· Incorporating mentorship and leadership involvement into the development process.
· Establishing formal feedback mechanisms to identify training gaps.
· Building accountability across supervisors, trainers, and organizational leadership.
Implementation
Developed Standardized OJT Evaluation Criteria
I created a comprehensive assessment framework that evaluated trainee development across critical competency areas, including:
· Organizational knowledge and mission understanding.
· Policy and compliance awareness.
· Functional and technical proficiency.
· Systems knowledge.
· Analytical and problem-solving capabilities.
· Career development and educational goals.
Implemented Structured Training Reviews
To ensure consistency across developmental positions, I established a formal review process that included:
· Periodic trainee evaluations.
· Supervisor and trainee assessments.
· Structured question-and-answer sessions.
· Mentorship discussions.
· Leadership participation and oversight.
The process enabled stakeholders to evaluate not only trainee progress but also the effectiveness of the training being delivered.
Created Feedback and Continuous Improvement Mechanisms
I implemented documentation and reporting tools that captured:
· Panel observations.
· Supervisor feedback.
· Trainee feedback.
· Developmental goals.
· Training deficiencies and improvement opportunities.
These feedback loops provided leadership with actionable insights for strengthening OJT programs and addressing recurring training challenges.
Standardized Training Support Resources
I developed supporting materials and guidance for trainees, supervisors, and reviewers, including:
· Assessment tools.
· Standardized review questions.
· Comment and evaluation forms.
· Training preparation resources.
· Recommendations for future knowledge-sharing and training repositories.

Improved Visibility into Training Effectiveness
Created a repeatable process that enabled leadership to evaluate the effectiveness of OJT programs rather than relying solely on trainee performance outcomes.
